In the Introduction section, the authors should introduce their works and their location of the study as well as the literature review of the present work and connecting to what the other authors achieved in the same circumstances (Adam, 2025). (Cambria, 11pt, spacing line 1.15, Indentation at first line with 0.5 cm (0.2inch))
The authors should care about using newest references and show a brief definition to their work with comparison with the other works. Each paragraph in the introduction should have own indentation with the first line and with 0.5 cm (Adam & Lisa, 2024).
1.1 Literature Review (Franklin Gothic Demi Cond, 10pt)  
Using recent literature (ideally from the last 5 years) is essential for demonstrating that your manuscript is current, reducing the risk of rejection by showing awareness of the latest developments. Citing only your own previous work suggests a narrow, outdated literature base. Only include the best, most relevant sources rather than a high volume of citations (Adam et al, 2023; Adam & Lisa, 2024; Adam, 2025).
1.2 Geology of the area (Franklin Gothic Demi Cond, 10pt)  
Some disciplines may include specific information in the introductory subsections. Thus, to avoid a crowdy introduction it’s allowed to divide the introduction section into subsections like geology of the area (Fig. 1).

3. Results (Franklin Gothic Demi Cond, 12pt)
The results section of a research paper is the core of your article, presenting key findings objectively without interpretation. It should tell the "story" of your findings in a clear, concise, and logical sequence (Table 1). You can use subheadings or subsections to break up findings by experiment, theme, or topic, making the result section easy to navigate. Never discuss or explain the results (save this for the Discussion section). Thus, state only what was found, not what the findings mean as shown in Table 1. Each paragraph in the results should have own indentation with the first line and with 0.5 cm.
